Franz Ferdinand, Archduke of Austria and heir to Austrian-
Hungarian Throne, assassinated by a Serbian separatist

Austria attacks Serbia (blaming it for assassination)

Russian, Germany, England, and France mobilize and declare war

First Battle of the Marne (Germany loses, forcing it to fight a two-
front war)

Lusitania sunk

Germany announces resumption of unrestricted submarine warfare
Czar Nicholas II abdicates
US declares war on Germany

Treaty of Brest-Litovsk

Second Battle of the Marne (Germany loses, exhausting its forces
on the western front)

Armistice on western front

Treaty of Versailles

Combined casualties: 10 million dead, 20 million wounded
